Local Snippets

2rixworth was mentioned in the Domesday
Book (1088 A.D.) when it was known as
Briclesworde meaning ‘Bricel’s Clearing.
Over the years +he name has been spelt
Bricklesuurtha, Brihteswrde, Bruxworth
and Bruskelworth.

Brixworth Hall which stood in extensive grounds
at the centre of the village was the home of +he

Saunders family. It was probably built fowards

the end of +he 18+h Century, atthough i incorporated

parts of an older house. For somefime if was
the headquarters of the Pytchley Hunt Club.

The Bramplon Valley Way was once a busy

rural branch line run buthe London and North

western Railwau, It served +he fowns of
Northamgton and Market Harberough and
numerous Villages befween for nearly a

century. Now frains have been replaced
by walkers and cychsts and n some

piaces horse riders.

Since 1987 +he County Council has been
developing the route by providing faclities
such as Car parks, picnic sites and a path
suifable for wheelchairs and walkers alike.
